Teacher instructions:

	Introduction to topic/project:
	Day 1:
Teacher will…

· Bring students to the group rug.

· Introduce students to Picasso and some of his work. 

· Explain to students how Picasso would use shapes to create abstracted Cubist paintings. 

· Discuss the definition of organic and geometric shapes. 

· Instruct students that they will start the project by drawing BOTH organic and geometric shapes onto thick, sturdy paper and cutting it out. 
· Instruct students once they cut out the paper, they should sketch how to arrange the shapes into a three-dimensional sculpture. 

· Dismiss students by table groups to get sketch paper, thick paper, pencils, and scissors. 

Students will…

· Pay attention to lecture and instructions. 

· Answer or ask questions about assignment and topics by raising hand. 

· Gather supplies as instructed and begin working. 


	Step by step instructions:
	Day 1:
Teacher will…

· Introduce project as described above. 

· Monitor progress of students while answering questions and providing help as needed. 
· Give time reminders as the class works. 

· Notify students when to begin turning in their work and cleaning up. 

· Instruct students to write their name on their sketch paper. 

· Help students paper clip their shapes and sketches together when turning them in. 

· Remind students to reference the chore chart as they clean up. 

Students will…
· Pay attention to lecture and follow instructions. 

· Work diligently and use materials properly. 

· Write name on their sketch paper before turning it in. 

· Clean up in an orderly manner and follow the chore chart. 

Day 2:

Teacher will…

· Bring students to the group rug and remind them of the project.

· Demonstrate quickly how they will put their shapes together according to their sketch. 

· Demonstrate how the students will add features (eyes, mouths, teeth, texture, lines) to their sculptures to turn them into monsters. 

· Question students for understanding and dismiss them by handing out projects. 
· Give time reminders as students work and provide help as needed. 

· Instruct students to write their name on the bottom of their sculpture at the end of class. 

· Collect sculptures and instruct students to begin cleaning up according to the chore chart. 

Students will…

· Pay attention and follow the directions. 
· Work diligently on their projects by assembling them and adding features as demonstrated. 

· Begin clean up and follow the chore chart as instructed. 

Day 3:

Teacher will…

· Bring students o the group rug. 

· Remind them of the project. 

· Insturct the students that today they should continue adding features to their sculptures. 

· Instruct the students when they are done they should turn in the sculpture and get a reflection sheet from the teacher. 

· Dismiss students by their project to continue working at their table. 

· Give time reminders and offer help to students as needed. 
· Instruct students when it is time to turn in their projects and begin cleaning up according to the chore chart. 
Students will…

· Pay attention to the directions and go to work when dismissed. 

· Work diligently to add features to their projects with the paint. 

· Turn in the sculpture when they are done and get a reflection sheet. 

· Fill out the reflection sheet about their own project and the process. 

· Turn in the reflection sheet when complete. 

· Turn in any work and start clean up according to the chore chart when directed to by the teacher.
·  

	Closure/wrap up
	Day 4:

Teacher will…

· Bring students to the group rug. 

· Take a count of how many are not finished with project and how many are not done with the reflection sheet.

· Dismiss students to finish work if they are not done. 

· Instruct students who are done to get an early finish sheet. 

· Hold a group critique when the class is finished with the project and self-reflection. 
· Discuss shapes, Picasso, Cubism, artistic choices, and the creation process with the students through the group critique and discussion. 
· Provide a short activity or educational video if extra time is left. 

Students will…

· Pay attention and answer questions by raising hands. 

· Follow directions given to finish project, finish reflection sheet, or do a short activity while others finish. 

· Turn in work as they complete it. 

· Participate in group critique by raising their hand to ask questions, answer questions, or give comments as prompted. 

Follow any further directions for the rest of class time left.
