	Introduction to topic/project:
	Briefly introduce that art is not only for looking, that sometimes art can have function…such as baskets! Show pictures of cool baskets. We will make our own baskets by weaving two different colors. 

	Step by step instructions:
	Day1: 

Today we will paint both sides of two sheets of paper.

Get helper to pass out paper to students

Once you get your paper, you may get brushes and palette.
Teacher will distribute paint to students

Paint the front and bring to rack

Experiment with weaving pipe cleaners while front dries

Teacher can speed up drying with hair dryer

Get back paper, write initials in corner, paint backside, put back on rack

Clean-up

Day2:

Welcome students

Pass out papers

Demo/instruct half in marks with ruler and pencil

Cut strips long ways

While cutting-visual check and discuss ways baskets have function

Cleanup

Day3:

Welcome
Demo under-over weaving, when 3X3in stop, intro vocab while weaving

Finish baskets, demo closing top

	Closure/wrap up
	Day1: Assign helpers for: brush collection, water cup collection, palette collection, pipe cleaners collection, table cleaning
Day2: Wrap up strips with pipe cleaners, write name on slip of paper, come to desk and staple name slip onto pipe cleaners, put scissors/rulers/pencils back in containers
Day3: Wrap leftover strips with pipe cleaners, put in finished/unfinished basket, review vocab on way out as dismissal activity

Day4: turn in all reflections, throw all balled up paper into designated bin on way out
