Teacher instructions:

	Introduction to topic/project:
	Teacher will…
· Bring students to the group rug. 

· Discuss with students that it is Black history month, what that means and why we celebrate/recognize it. 

· Show Kehinde Wiley’s artwork to the students and talk about what she does. 

· Show example to the students and tell students we will be creating similar self-portraits. 


	Step by step instructions:
	Day 1:
Teacher will…

· Give introduction to topic/project. 

· Explain to students that the first thing they are to do is create a symmetrical pattern of florals in a sketch. 

· Give definition of symmetrical and give examples of what counts as floral. 

· Instruct that once they finish the sketch, they should bring it to the teacher for approval and will get the paper for the final project. 
· Dismiss students by table to sketch florals and the symmetrical design. 

· Take students’ picture one by one for the final project. 

· Give time reminders and help students as needed. 

· Give out paper for final project as students show sketches for approval. 
· Instruct students to write their name on all their papers and turn in sketch and final paper together with paper clip. 

· Remind students to clean up the room according to the chore chart. 

Students will…
· Listen to instructions and follow the directions given. 

· Go to tables as dismissed and will begin sketching. 

· Sketch out a symmetrical design of florals and bring it to the teacher for approval. 

· Get paper for final project from teacher and transfer over design in pencil. 

· Go take their picture as they are called on by the teacher. 

· Write their name on all their papers and turn them in paper clipped together. 

· Clean up according to the chore chart. 

Day 2:

Teacher will….

· Print out the photos of the students before class. 

· Bring students to the rug and remind them of the project. 

· Instruct students to finish transferring their pattern. 

· Demonstrate that once the pattern is finished, they must paint it in with complimentary colors. 
· Explain what complimentary colors are. 

· Instruct the students that they can come get their painting supplies from the teacher after they show the completed design. 

· Check for understanding and dismiss to the tables by handing out their unfinished work. 

· Give time reminders and help students when needed. 

· Approve final designs and give paint supplies to the students who are ready. 

· Direct students when it is time to turn in their work and begin clean up according to the chore chart. 

Students will…
· Pay attention to the directions and the review. 

· Ask or answer questions by raising hand. 

· Go to tables to finish drawing design as they are dismissed. 

· Bring design to the teacher when they are done to get their paint supplies. 

· Paint their design with complimentary colors and fill all the space. 

· Work diligently and ask questions when they need help. 

· Turn in work as directed and clean up according to the chore chart.

Day 3: 

Teacher will…

· Bring students to the group rug and remind them of the project. 

· Tell students that they will be finishing their project today by completing the painting and gluing a picture of themselves over their design. 

· Inform students that there will be a self-reflection and written critique when the project is finished. 
· Check for understanding and then dismiss students by passing out their unfinished work and their photo.
· Give time reminders and help students as needed. 

· Partner up the students when they are finished and give them a self and peer critique sheet. 

· Instruct students when it is time to turn in all work and remind them to make sure their name is on it all. 

· Remind students to clean up according to the chore chart. 

Students will…

· Pay attention to review and instructions. 

· Go to tables as dismissed and finish painting their pattern. 

· Cut out and glue the picture of themselves onto the pattern. 

· Go to the teacher with finished project for the critique sheet. 

· Partner up and fill out the critique sheet about their partner’s work and their own work. 

· Turn in all work with name on it when complete. 

· Clean up according to the chore chart. 

	Closure/wrap up
	Closure is a critique sheet that students will complete. It will have questions for the student to complete about their own work and as well as a partner. It is a written activity that requires students to reflect on their own work and provide commentary on their peer’s artwork.
