	Introduction to topic/project:
	Tuesday:

The teacher will show presentation to aid teaching and explain the terms, vocabulary, and techniques associated with clay and the project. The teacher will introduce art as functional not just decorative. Then, the teacher will describe what the project they are completing in class is- functional clay pieces with leaf impressions. The teacher will demo making a slab, demo making a pinch pot, demo slip and score, and show how to make an impression with a leaf. Then, the teacher will instruct students to sketch out their ideas and contemplate on how to make that.
Wednesday & Thursday: 

The teacher will remind students of what they need to make, direct getting materials, and supervise their work day. 

Friday: 

The teacher will give quiz on terms and techniques, then let the students fill out a reflection sheet. The teacher will remind students to photograph their work and upload it.
