Teacher instructions:

	Introduction to topic/project:
	Day 1:

The teacher will greet students and sit them at the group sitting area. 

The teacher introduce The Mittens by Jan Brett. The teacher will read aloud the book the children keeping them engaged with reactions and questions. 
The teacher will talk with the children about how we could help the mittens not blend in with the snow. 

The teacher will guide children to think about how pattern, color, shape, and line could decorate the mittens to make them stand out. 

The teacher will introduce the project to the students with a teacher example. 

The teacher will walk students through how to create patterned mittens- being sure to include material safety and use and vocabulary. 
If time permits, teacher can allow students to decide what color paper they want for the project and distribute construction paper to students to write their name on. The teacher will instruct students to turn in paper to designated basket when class time ends. 
Day 2: 

The teacher will greet students and sit them at the group sitting area.

The teacher will remind students their next step is to draw the mitten shape and a pattern inside on their paper in pencil. 
The teacher will assign helpers to put pencils, erasers, and pastels on tables and then return to sitting area.
The teacher will then dismiss students to work tables by passing out their construction paper. 

The teacher will then supervise the progress of the students, answer any questions, and monitor students as they work. 
As class time ends, the teacher will instruct students to turn in their work to the designated basket. Clean up chores will be assigned by table

Day 3:

The teacher will greet students and sit them at the group sitting area. 

The teacher will tell students today is the last workday and that they will color in their pattern and cut out the mitten. 

The teacher will review scissor safety before assigning helpers to distribute pastels and scissors to the tables. 

The teacher will then dismiss students to go to work tables by passing out artwork to students. 

The teacher will then supervise the progress of the students, answer any questions, and monitor students as they work.  

The teacher will give time reminders to help students finish on time. 

As class time ends, the teacher will instruct students to turn in their work to the designated basket. Clean up chores will be assigned by table. 

If class finishes early, the teacher can gather class at group sitting area to reflect and look at peer’s artwork. 


	Step by step instructions:

· Work diligently on project while using materials appropriately. 

· Ensure name is on paper. 

· Turn in paper into designated basket when instructed. 

· Leave in orderly fashion when dismissed. 

Day 3:
